“We're extremely proud of this partnership with AIAA,” said Toby Walker, head of
school, “This will give our students exclusive access to learning opportunities that
no other high school in the world has and help them get a head-start in their future

careers.”



BASIS Independent students will now benefit from access to the AIAA professional
network in the aerospace field, as well as opportunities to participate in AIAA
sponsored competitions, grants, and teaching opportunities at local elementary
schools.
